RIFLE RANGE RULES 
 

1. All shooters using this range must read and understand these 

regulations BEFORE use of this property. 

 

2. Range hours are dawn to dusk, if you can`t see your targets and the 

street lights are on, the range is closed. Open to the public every 

Sunday morning from 9:00 am to 12:00 pm EXCEPT when range is 

closed for maintenance. 

 

3. The range on left side is only to be used to 50 yards  and  

SHOTGUNS  may only be used on this side. 

 

4. Always treat a gun as if was loaded. 

 

5. Always have the gun pointed down range. 

 

6. Always keep your finger off the trigger until you are ready to shoot. 

      

     7. Always keep your action open and gun unloaded until you are ready to  

          shoot. 

 

8. Any persons with out FID card or LTC must be accompanied by a   

member  licensed  for  the type of firearm they will be using. 

 

9. Children under 18 MUST be accompanied by an adult and the adult 

IS  responsible for that Childs safety. 

 

10. Children under 18 with an FID card may not use the range without  

      Adult supervision. 

 

11. Eye and Ear protection is required for any person on the range. 

      

     12. Do not stand or walk in front of the firing line when anyone is   

           shooting. 

 

 



     13. Do not use drugs or alcohol before or during shooting. Alcohol  

           Beverages and drugs are not allowed on the rifle/pistol ranges at 

           anytime. 

 

    14. Immediately stop shooting when cease-fire command is signaled, put  

          safety on and wait for further instructions 

. 

    15. BOTH  sides of range must be clear before shooters can walk down  

           range to setup, replace or remove their targets. 

 

    16. CLEAR range means all persons have stopped shooting, all firearms  

          are unloaded ,actions open and have been placed on tables or gun 

          racks, and no firearms are being handled, NO EXCEPTIONS. 

     

    17. When others are down range, DO NOT TOUCH any firearms. This  

          includes taking out or putting a gun into a case or working on a  

          firearm.                                                              

 

    18. After all persons have returned from down range and have confirmed  

          both sides are safe to shoot a COMMENCE FIRE may be given. 

   

   19. Do not shoot at the pipes in the berms, these are for inserting your 

         target stands into. 

       . 

   

   20. Do not shoot diagonally 

    

   21. Do not shoot at any debris on the ground, only approved targets stands  

         may be used. Target may be placed on the ground in front of a berm. 

         Steel targets, spinner targets, water, MUST be placed in front of the  

         Berm, No shooting at Rocks, Cement blocks, Glass of any kind, also  

         Firewood is for burning in wood stove,  not to be used for your targets. 

         Targets that are used are at the discretion of range officer. 

    

   22. Approved Target stands used from 0-100 yds. Shall have maximum  

          height of 36 inches. 

 

 

       

  



 

 

  23. No illegal firearms are allowed on the property and those in possession  

        of such will be reported to proper authorities. 

 

  24. Remove targets and stands from range after you are done shooting and  

        dispose of them at your own residence, Do not leave your targets stands 

        wood or boxes at the range, pick up your empty cases and shells. The  

        trash cans are there for only empty cartridges boxes and other small  

        items. Remember what you bring to range to shoot at you take with you  

        when your done shooting.
